
 

SUMMER CAMPS 2026 
Summer Camps at Hibben are run by some of our amazing Hibben teachers to help keep the 

fun and learning going into the summer! Camps are for ages 2-5 and campers are placed into a 

camp based on the age they are as of the first day of camp. For example, if a camper turns 4 

mid-week, they will still enroll in a 2/3 year old camp until the following week. If a child turns 2 

during the summer, they are welcome to attend any camps that occur after their 2nd birthday. 

Camp enrollment will first open to enrolled Hibben families on Monday, Feb 9. Then camp 

enrollment will open to the public on Tuesday, Feb 17. We also ask that all 3-year-olds please 

be fully potty trained before they begin camp. 

All children need to wear comfortable clothes that they can easily move in and can get messy and closed 

toe shoes. Please provide your child with a labeled book bag, labeled water bottle, and a labeled change 

of clothes in case of an accident. If your 2 year old is in diapers, please make sure they have at least 3 

diapers in their bag each day. Children with dietary restrictions may be asked to provide their own 

snack. 

This year, you can pay online via Brightwheel or via cash/check. Please note though, that your 

spot is not officially reserved until payment is made, so please make payment in Brightwheel 

ASAP. If we do not have enough campers signed up for a camp to move forward, we will return 

your fee.

If a camp is on a waitlist at the time of your enrollment, you do not need to pay for that camp at that 

time. You will only pay for that camp if a spot opens for your child. 

Summer Camp Week 1: May 26-29, 9 am-12 pm 

1. STEM Camp 

Who: Ages 2-5 

Teachers: Ms. Shipra, Ms. Cindy, & Ms. Michelle, & Ms. Ang 

Cost: $150 4 day camp 

Description: A fun, hands-on STEM camp where children explore preschool-age science, building, and 

early math through play, stories, and simple experiments.   

2. Build it Camp 

Who: Ages 4-5   

Teachers: Ms. Ashley & Ms. Erin 
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Cost: $150 4 day camp 

Description: Come build with us! There will be Legos, blocks, boxes, popsicle sticks, and more! We will 

explore how to construct buildings, bridges, boats, and spend lots of time just being creative. We will 

also work together to create a large classroom fort and build fun edible creations for snacks each day.

1. Little Architects Camp 

Who: Ages 2-3  

Teachers: Ms. Allison & Ms. Elizabeth 

Cost: $175 5 day camp 

Description: Grab your hard hat and get ready to build with us! Our little architects will design, stack, 

and create using blocks, LEGOS, and hands-on tools. Campers will explore early engineering concepts 

through play-based building challenges and teamwork. Each day encourages problem-solving, creativity, 

and fine motor skill development. It’s a fun, confidence-building week where big ideas come to life 

through construction and imagination.   

2. Icky Sticky Summer Camp 

Who: Ages 4-5 

Teachers: Ms. Shipra & Ms. Cindy 

Cost: $175 5 day camp 

Description: Get ready for messy fun! Little campers will explore gooey, squishy, and sticky sensory 

activities, make slime and playful experiments designed just for curious preschoolers. It’s all about 

creativity, laughter, and summertime smiles!

It’s a fun-filled summer experience designed just for tiny sailors and 

big imaginations.

Description: A playful summer camp where preschoolers explore gardening through hands-on planting, 

watering, and nature crafts. Little gardeners learn how plants grow while building curiosity, teamwork,

Emergency Medical Treatment and Transportation Consent (1), and 
Release of Liability (2), and 

Compliance with Hibben Preschool Camp Policies (3), 
And Camp Enrollment/Withdrawal Policies (4) 

 
(1) In the event of a medical emergency while this child is attending a Hibben Preschool summer camp, a ministry 
program of Hibben United Methodist Church, I give permission to the staff of Hibben Preschool/Hibben United 
Methodist Church to arrange for emergency medical treatment to preserve the health of my child until such time 
when I can be present. 
I understand that I, and/or my child’s other parent/guardian, will be contacted, and that if I/we cannot be reached, 
one or more of the designated alternate emergency contact persons will be notified. 
I understand that the staff of Hibben Preschool/Hibben United Methodist Church will arrange for emergency 
transportation to the nearest medical facility, if necessary, and that my child may be transported by an 
ambulance. 
I understand that my child’s physician may be contacted. 
I understand that no guarantees have been made as to the effect of such treatment on my child’s condition. 
I acknowledge and accept financial responsibility for all charges related to the transport, care and treatment given 
in such a situation. 
 
(2) In consideration for participation in Hibben Preschool summer camps and as the parent or legal guardian of this 
child, I hereby release and hold harmless Hibben Preschool/Hibben United Methodist Church and all employees 
thereof, from any and all liability, claims, or demands for personal injury, as well as damages and expenses, of any 
nature, that may be incurred by the parent/guardian and/or child participant while the child is participating in 
Hibben Preschool summer camp.  On behalf of the child participant, I assume all risk of personal injury, damage 
and expense as a result of participation in Hibben Preschool activities. 

 
(3) I agree to read and abide by the policies and procedures presented in the camp brochure and camp 
information sent by teachers. I also understand that all campers must be picked up by 12 pm 
 
(4) I understand that enrollment fees are non-refundable and non-transferable and are not applied to current or 
future camp tuition for this child or a sibling if a child is unenrolled from camp within 2 weeks of that camp 
starting 
I understand that I am not guaranteed to receive my first choice of camp, even if my child is a returning student. 
I understand that the full camp tuition payment is due at time of camp registration
